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A Visionary Saint  

St Drithelm 

1st September 
 

St Drithelm is the saint for you if you have ever wondered what lies        

beyond death, or have had a near-death experience.     

He was married and living in Cunningham (now Ayrshire, then Northum-

bria) in the 7th century when he fell ill and apparently died. The morning 

after his death, as his grieving family was gathered around his bier, 

Drithelm sat up. Frightened at the sight of the dead man come back to 

life, everyone but his wife ran away, terrified. ñBe not afraid,ò he said to 

her, ñfor now I am truly risen from death and allowed again to live among 

men... But,ò he added, ñhereafter I am not to live as I have been wont, 

but rather in a very different manner.ò Drithelm went to pray in the village 

church until daylight, and during those long hours reviewed the priorities 

of his life in the light of what he had seen while ódeadô.  A celestial guide 

had shown him souls in hell, in purgatory, in paradise and heavené   

suddenly the reality of God and of coming judgement and of what Christ 

had done in redeeming mankind became real to him, and his life on 

earth could never be the same again 

Returning home he divided up all his possessions among his wife, his 

children and the poor. He then gave a detailed account of his experience 

to King Aldfrith of Northumbria, Aethelwood Bishop of Lindisfarne and the 

Irish monk. At the sovereignôs request, the Abbot of Melrose Ab-

bey admitted Drithelm into the monastery as a monk where he spent his 

time in prayer and contemplation of Jesus. 

Drithelmôs Vision of the after-life is remarkable in that it was the first     

example of this kind of literature from England.  It was SO early: seventh 

century Anglo-Saxon England!  Drithelm has even been seen as a         

remote precursor of Dante. 

On a lighter note, Drithelm can also be a saint for you if you didnôt get 

abroad this summer, but ventured to swim instead off one of our     

beaches: he used to stand in the cold waters of the Tweed for hours,    

reciting Psalms.

In a world that often feels complicated and overwhelming, itôs refreshing 

to stumble upon words that cut straight to the heart of what it means to 

live with integrity and love. One such piece is the beloved poem Do It  

Anyway, often attributed to Mother Teresa. Though its origins trace back 

to a set of paradoxical commandments written by Dr. Kent M. Keith, the 

poem became famous after being found on the walls of Mother Teresaôs 

childrenôs home in Calcutta. 

The beauty of Do It Anyway lies in its simplicity and power. It reminds us 

to persevere in kindness, honesty, and goodness  - even when the world 

doesnôt always reward us for it. This poem invites us to embrace the   

quieter, more profound rewards of living a meaningful life in a culture that 

sometimes feels driven by results and recognition. 

Through its simple yet profound truths, Do It Anyway serves as a guide 

for navigating lifeôs challenges with grace and resilience. It encourages 

us to let go of expectations and act from a place of love, faith, and inner 

strength. Each line offers a gentle yet firm nudge to persevere, even 

when the odds feel stacked against us. 

By embracing this mindset, we can uncover a deeper sense of purpose 

and fulfilment. Instead of being swayed by external rewards or setbacks, 

we learn to anchor ourselves in the intrinsic value of living authentically. 

This poem isnôt just a call to action; itôs an invitation to show up as our 

best selves, no matter the circumstances, and to trust that the ripple     

effects of our goodness will extend far beyond what we can see. 

The final line, ñIt was never between you and them anyway,ò emphasises 

the importance of staying true to yourself and to your higher purpose, 

even when others may not understand or support it. The only person you 

should compare yourself to is you.
